Vestry Update 
 

On Saturday, September 12, 2009, St. Timothyôs Vestry had their Mid-Year Retreat.  Your Vestry plans this meeting 

every year as a time to review and fine tune our plan that was established in the beginning of this year.  Three ques-

tions are asked at this meeting and below is a short summary of the answers our Vestry responded to: 

 

What have we accomplished for 2009? 

We have done several capital improvements to our facility and grounds. Repairs to the roof, new carpeting, repainting 

the parish hall and establishing a teen room were some of the main items.  Our new members introduction dinners 

have gone very well.  Planning a new approach for our Thanks+Giving campaign and attracting our volunteers for the 

program. The new vestry structure, Choir, increasing St. Timôs with our Diocese have all gone well and our Fellow-

ship committee continues to creatively support all of our events. St. Timothyôs participated in Relay for Life this year 

for the first time. Our communications both internal and external have also done well and Tidings is loaded with a 

wealth of information. 

 

What remains to be accomplished for 2009? 

The new Teen Room has been a wonderful success, but needs to keep evolving.  We need to find help for both the 

youth group and CMT, a new position has been developed that encompasses these two priorities. We feel that commit-

tees need to do a better job of follow up after various events, highlighting a suggestion box would be helpful, or pass-

ing out surveys at the particular event.  A need to increase ñtop downò communications, the weekly email announce-

ment is very helpful and exploring possible social media opportunities.  A need to increase inter-church correspon-

dence, inviting them for events, etc.  Courtyard usage, missed opportunities this last summer, possibly using it for a 

Saturday Night Service depending on weather.  Clothesline project is moving into a larger space; continue to support 

this wonderful ministry.  Identify possible groups to associate with, example; Relay for Life, etc.  A need to identify 

more social activities for women and restart the Dinners for 8 series and possibly the Movie/Soup series we did a few 

years ago.  We feel the Rector needs to continue to meet individually with families to build St. Timothyôs relationship 

with them.  Finally, we need to find replacements for the Vestry Representatives for three committees, Outreach, Fel-

lowship, and Property. 

 

What can we continue/postpone into 2010? 

Continue to support the capital improvements and identifying maintenance issues with the Rectory before they be-

come major costs. Continue to support the development of our various programs, with Youth Group and CMT as pri-

orities, which will attract both internal and external participation. Increase our recruitment efforts for St. Timothyôs 

through one on one conversation and social events.  Keep developing the Saturday Night Service.  Increase our efforts 

to attract volunteers onto our various committees. 

 

As you can see the Vestry has been very busy this year and continues to be a group of dedicated individuals that are 

committed to the health and growth of our church.  St. Timothyôs also received a compliment from the Episcopal Dio-

cese of Ohio on our planning process and our active vestry. If you have any questions, please contact a vestry member.
