Food For Thought 

Worship itself is our participation in divine hospitality, a hospi-

tality that cannot be sequestered from our economic, political, 

and public lives.  Such a claim might sound odd to modern ears, 

since people often assume hospitality simply means welcoming 

someone into your home or being friendly to othersé.To equate 

hospitality with generic friendliness or private service is to do-

mesticate it.  Such domestication distorts how extraordinary and 

strange Christian hospitality really is.  Most fundamentally, hos-

pitality names our participation in the life of God, a participation 

that might well be as terrifying 

as it is consoling. 

 

For example, if we look at the 

familiar burning-bush scene 

from the life of Moses through 

the lens of hospitality, we see 

that Godôs hospitality chal-

lenges our typical expectations.  

God doesnôt ñinvite Moses inò 

but rather commands him, 

ñCome no closer!ò (Exod. 3:5).  

Even more, he demands that 

Moses remove his sandals since 

he is standing on holy ground.  

Upon hearing God say, ñI am 

the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, 

and the God of Jacob,ò Moses hides his face, for he is ñafraid to 

look at Godò (Exod. 3:6).  In this instance, hospitality involves 

not our usual pleasantries but rather command, terror, and not 

least of all, a puzzling calling from God, a political calling 

 
 

As we continue to think and talk about parish growth here at St. Timôs, many re-

sources are available to help guide us.  Food for Thought is the occasional column in 

which I reprint an article or excerpt I have discovered in my research that might help 

get us thinking about all matters of ministry, community, leadership, and training.

Only when we envision and receive hospitality before the 

strange face of God, as did Moses, will we more fully become 

Godôs hospitable people.  But we need not look far and wide in 

order to do this.  If we locate hospitality fully in the Christian 

story as embodied in the church and its worship, rather than in 

other stories and ideologies, we will begin to recover a sense of 

how extraordinary Christian hos-

pitality really isé.  Christian hos-

pitality is not a private effort 

separate from politics and eco-

nomics. It is rather a practice at 

once ecclesial and public, em-

bodying a politics, economics, 

and ethics at odds with dominant 

cultural assumptions.

God, an extraordinary adventure 

where together we discover how 

to live out of an abundance here-

tofore unimagined.

scarcity, when weðlike the Israelitesðseem to be wandering in a dry and desolate wilderness?  Such questions can haunt our 

lives, leading us to question the very possibility of hospitality.  We are tempted rather to hunker down, hoarding for our chil-

dren, fearing the stranger, and relinquishing the possibility of a good larger than ourselves.  And yet to do so is to allow our-

selves to be determined by a story that is not our own. 

 

Just as God provided manna for the Israelites in the wilderness, Christians acknowledge that God continues to provide living 

bread in the body and blood of Christ and living water in the pools of baptism.  God provides for us and always will.  The ques-

tion is, are we prepared to receive?  This question rightly frightens us, as it did the ancient Israelites.  It is much easier and more 

comfortable to determine and thus control our own idols and images, indeed our own lives.  But Godôs triune hospitality calls us 

to a different place, a place where we practice living lives determined by Godôs giving across the grand sweep of time rather 

than our own limited grasp of the way things are.  It is the purpose of this book to consider how we might open our lives more 

fully to what, in our current context, can only be described as a hospitality at once extraordinary and strange.

Changes to our  
Sunday Ministry Scheduling  

 
Over the years, our Sunday ministries 
(ushering, teaching, altar guild serving, coffee 
hosting, etc.) have grown, and we are so 
thankful for all of you who serve in these ar-
eas.  Many of you participate in more than one 
ministry, and since these ministries are cur-
rently scheduled by multiple people with multi-
ple methods, we often run into schedule con-
flicts before we even get the list published.  To 
resolve what has become an increasing diffi-
culty for parishioners and office staff alike, the 
Worship Committee has taken on the responsi-
bility of organizing all of our Sunday ministries 
into a rotating, 4-month master schedule. This 
schedule will be implemented starting in Sep-
tember.   
 
What this means is that every four months we 
will simply start over at the beginning of the 
schedule.  (When new people join a ministry, 
the master schedule will be adjusted to reflect 
that, but otherwise, we will not be moving peo-
ple around.)  We will continue to publish the 
monthly schedule in every Tidings and 
online.  As usual, if you have a personal con-
flict with a given schedule, you will do as you 
normally do and switch with another member 
of your ministry team and then inform the of-
fice.  What will change is that rather than your 
ministry leader trying to schedule you around 
your vacation, etc., we will follow the master 
schedule and leave it to you to switch as nec-
essary. 
 
We ask for your patience as we start out with 
this new system.  We believe the changes will 
be easier for everyone in the long run, but as 
with any change, we are bound to experience 
a few bumps in the road at first.   We thank all 
those who have worked tirelessly over the 
years to prepare the many ministry schedules, 
and we thank everyone in advance for your 
continued participation.
