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One Step at a Time 
 

There is a huge difference between being perfect and trying our best.  Sometimes that difference is 

blurred.  All we are being asked in our faith is to try our best.  Nobody is demanding perfection.  At times 

we set out with goals that are unrealistic or way beyond our abilities.  When we fail, we become discour-

aged and have difficulty attempting to try again.  There is indeed wisdom in setting goals that are manage-

able and gradually seek to increase them once we have mastered them.  Setting realistic spiritual goals and 

a time line to achieve them makes a great deal of sense.  You might want to start with a goal, such as:  I 

will attend worship 3 out of 4 times this month, I will spend 10 minutes a day in personal prayer, I will 

intentionally act kindly toward my neighbor once this week.  Being attentive to such goals will be enrich-

ing to your faith life.  For more suggestions in faith development, come to the Adult Forum at 9am on Oc-

tober 17, 24, and 31. 

 

As a part of my own professional development, I will be attending a ñHuman Interaction workshopò this 

month.  The workshop I am attending is in Bethesda, Maryland, and is advertised to be quite intense.  I 

have chosen this workshop after consulting with the executive committee and others.  The focus of the 

workshop is to assist me to strengthen my skills in small group leadership.  I see this as one step in a se-

ries of adjustments I have made and am continuing to make in addressing the challenges presented to me 

as your rector.  I do not expect this workshop to have an instant effect on me (in case one was hoping for 

perfection) but perhaps over time insights will help to shape and nurture my growth in this area.  I count 

on your prayers and your support in this effort.

Allison Fisher 
 

 

Allison Fisher is probably one of the most familiar faces around St. Timothyôs, having been 
an active member for 40 years.  Allison was born in Flint, Michigan, where her father worked 
for General Motors.  When she was four, the family moved to farm country in central Illinois 
where they attended a small, rural Methodist church.  Before she entered junior high school 
the family moved back to Michigan and attended the Episcopal Church in Plymouth.  She 
then went to the University of Michigan, where she received a bachelor's degree in special 
education, and later earned a master's degree in guidance and counseling from the University of Toledo. 
 

It was at the University of Michigan that she met her former husband who, before going into banking, was a talented 
baseball pitcher drafted into the minor leagues by the Detroit Tigers.  He once played for the Mud Hens.  During this 
period of traveling from city to city to play baseball, their son, Andy, was born in Puerto Rico.  Moving to Toledo in the 
late 1960s, the Fisher family attended St. Matthew's Church, but in 1970 they made Perrysburg and St. Timothyôs their 
home.  Though Andy was baptized in Michigan (his godfather is now an Episcopal bishop in Illinois), he and his 
younger sister, Elaine, both grew up at St. Timothy's, and Elaine was baptized by Rev. Canon Hall.  Both Elaine and 
Andy (all 6ô 8ò of him) are tall and athletic and earned college scholarships for basketball.  They both live nearby now 
and Elaine is the mother of granddaughter Amanda.   
 
Allison taught special education for 15 years before becoming an elementary school guidance counselor in the Mau-
mee school system.  Meanwhile, she began a 20 year volunteer career for Hospice of Northwest Ohio, providing res-

pite care and bereavement counseling.  She truly deserved her retirement 
two years ago!  Since then, she has returned to hospice volunteer work 
and also spends time volunteering through the Pastoral Care office at 
Flower Hospital and doing Red Cross disaster assistance, including a 
recent stint in Iowa during a serious flood. 
  
At St. Timothy's, in addition to currently serving on the Vestry and the Al-
tar Guild and chairing the Worship Committee, Allison served on a past 
Vestry as the Outreach representative, was Vestry clerk for five years, 
was Altar Guild directress, was a member of the former Central America 
Committee, was involved in Women on the Journey, and was active in 
other church activities too numerous to mention. 
  
She loves the Perrysburg church community and hopes and expects St. 
Timothyôs to grow, especially in the areas of childrenôs ministry and youth.

In the same sense, it's difficult to say something different about the physical aspect of the campaign -- again because it's 

such a basic concept -- perhaps best summed up in the modern axiom, óThere's no free lunch.ô  We Americans (or at 

least more than a few) simply expect there to be a church building to call our own and people to run and maintain it for 

when we need it.  Especially when our new child needs to be baptized.  Or when our daughter wants to get married.  Or 

when a loved one requires a funeral.  We tend to overlook the reality of the continuing cost of having a church, forget-

ting that it's not on God's gift list (referring again to the physical aspect).  For this same reason, many of us don't often 

enough bother to equate our church's monthly bills for heat, light, office, Diocesan assessment, grass mowing, snow 

removal, and more, with our own sitting down each month to write checks for household expenses that seem always on 

the rise.  (And it is hoped that we don't brush that off by thinking it's someone else's problem). 

 

In one sense, a church is a business in which we are all part owners, and so from the physical standpoint, raising the 

cost of operating it (Thanks[Giving) is also truly a basic concept.  But one we need reminding of again...and 

again...and again.ò

Food For Thought 

Thereôs spirituality thriving in our houses of worship, often un-

noticed and unappreciated.  It flourishes in the ordinary give-and

-take of congregational life, in person-to-person exchanges that 

Jewish thinker Martin Buber called I-Thou.  And we would do 

well to better recognize this very common and accessible spiri-

tual opportunity. 
 

Martin Buberôs 1923 classic book, I and Thou, describes three 

fundamentals:  I-Thou, I-It and Eternal Thou. The I-Thou rela-

tionship happens, for instance, at reception following a worship 

service.  You feel a tap on the shoulder and turn around to find 

someone you havenôt seen in a 

long time.  A conversation 

erupts and the two of you get 

so caught up in your words, 

you lose track of the time, 

where you are, why you came 

and where you are going after.  

And if Martin Buber was ob-

serving this exchange, he 

would likely point to it as an 

example of I-Thou. 
 

By contrast, many of our inter-

actions are marked by the me-

chanical, automatic behaviors 

of another kind of relationship 

that Buber knew as I-It.  Doc-

tors and nurses, bank tellers and accountants, many profession-

als and business people do the same thing over and over, typi-

cally repeating their duties regardless of the specific person be-

fore them.  In each of these situations, the worker or profes-

sional treats the client or customer in a circumscribed and repeti-

tive way, each almost the same, as if a supermarket bar code is 

stamped on a patronôs forehead.  These nearly identical ex-

changes are typical of Buberôs I-It relationship, I-It is dealing 

with one another as things that are scanned or tallied, unappreci-

ated for their individuality. 
 

I-It is not inherently evil.  We need I-It to get things done at 

work.  Athletes find I-It in competition.  And where would we 

be without the I-It of the doctorôs care?  I-It is essential for life.  

However, I-It can become very evil, as during war, or through 

discrimination or genocide, or in any extreme treatment of hu-

man beings as things. 
 

I-Thou, on the other hand, is per-

sonalized.  It means stepping out of 

routine to recognize a specific per-

son.  I-Thou is in the extended con-

versation with a lifelong friend 

over dinner, as well as in so many 

of our passing encounters.  I-Thou 

is spontaneous; no one can force it 

on another.  It is unexpected; there 

is no way to predict the arrival, 

whether or not it will come, and if 

it does, when, how it progresses, or 

how it ð inevitably ð must end.  

Each I-Thou is unique, specific to 

the persons and the situation.  Go 

ahead and set the stage for I-Thou 

ð make a dinner reservation, table for two.  Meet at the ap-

pointed time, take seats, but beyond that, I-Thou happens on its 

own, no guarantees.  What is more, I-Thou can be warm and 

embracing, or marked by disagreement.  Ultimately, the partners 

appreciate each other, simultaneously, in I-Thou.  And both par-

ties come away changed, having learned something about the 

ñThereôs spirituality thriving in our 
houses of worship, often unnoticed 
and unappreciated.

world, themselves and the other. 
 

Critically, I-Thou is between people, not in them, visible in their back-and-forth, in the interaction itself.  I-Thou lives, not like the 

blood within, but in the air between.  Surely, I-Thou stirs emotions ð and it is even more than an interpersonal relationship.  I-

Thou engages an invisible spiritual dimension that Buber called Eternal Thou.  Each I-Thou enters Eternal Thou, abiding with 

God in perpetuity.  When we meet as I and Thou, we also meet God in the Eternal Thou; I have no proof; I take this on faith, as 

did Buber. 
 

Buberôs thoughts are founded on the Bible.  In the biblical book of Genesis, we learn that human beings are created in the Divine 

image.  And as the Bible progresses, many of its conversations ð among people or with God ð demonstrate the spiritual side of 

our encounters. 
 

Martin Buber was born in Vienna, was raised by his grandparents, and lived in Europe until 1938, when he fled the Nazis for Is-

rael.  He and his family settled Jerusalem, where he worked until his death in 1965.  Buber was known as a thinker, teacher, author 

and social activist.  When alone, he studied and wrote.  Otherwise he was with people, in community, where I-Thou thrives.  

Though not a pacifist, he affirmed the goal of achieving security, peace and cooperation across the religious and cultural lines.  He 

dreamed that I-Thou would radiate beyond two people in conversation to include community and nation, and beyond that, bridg-

ing divisions among nations of the world.  I cherish Buberôs vision, and I invite you to join me in working toward it.  But this all 

begins very much at home and in the house of worship. 
 

I-Thou is common in daily congregational life.  It is evident in our study, when we pray, and at social events.  During our genera-

tion, when conversations about spirituality often turn to the inner life, we look around ourselves and find a spiritual dimension in 

communion with others, as Martin Buber taught, in the relationship known as I-Thou.

A Message to Committee Chairsé... 
 

I have observed a custom, arising from a desire to be most convenient for our volunteers, of holding committee meetings on Sun-

days between or immediately after the services, and even occasionally during a worship service.  I appeal to those of you in a posi-

tion to schedule these meetings to reconsider this practice for the following reasons: 
 

1. Sunday is dedicated to the Lord as a Sabbath day.  

2. Educational opportunities such as our Adult Forums (Sundays at 9am)--which are one of our top priorities as a parish--should 

not have to compete with committee work, necessary and excellent though it is.  On a recent Sunday, I observed easily three times 

as many people in committee meetings as in our Adult Forum. 

3. Our efforts to encourage fellowship between and after services (especially at coffee hour) are often unintentionally but nega-

tively affected by people rushing off to committee meetings.  
 

I really do understand that this is calling for a greater sacrifice on the part of our already dedicated committee members.  I am 

grateful for your service and do not desire to create a new burden.  Yet, for the good of 

the whole parish, I think it would be better for committees to meet sometime during the 

week or at a later time on Sunday following the regularly-scheduled services and pro-

grams. Please discuss this with your committees and see if you can't find another time 

that would work for everyone.

In the sermon from August 22, four questions were presented to the congregation.  Below is a summary of the answers you offered 

that day.  As you take a moment to reflect on them, look for the commonalities even as you appreciate the insights and perspectives 

from others.  It is indeed wonderful to be a part of a congregation willing to share its fears, hopes, support, time and talents.  Let us 

continue to pray for each other and to encourage others to join us as a worshipping community of faith. 

 

1.  What are we afraid of? 

You said:  ñLoss of health; being alone; moneyðnot having enough and not handling it well; long-term disability; failing in life; 

not knowing how to help my children; saying too muchðor saying too little; loss of independence; disappointing those who de-

pend on me; being useless or extraneous; confusing my will for Godôs will; loss of family; speaking in public; denial or abandon-

ment; trusting others; facing life without a security blanket; health issues; being insignificant; financial fear; overstepping bounda-

ries; getting sick; aging; being a hypocrite in my faith; discouragement in the small attendance at worship; loss of family; that our 

church does not feel holy; accident occurring to a loved one; not doing enough before death; memory loss; inability to care for my 

child; letting others down; being worthy; avoidance; death; future; pain; loneliness; the unknown; that someday I might be a burden 

on others; loss of loved oneséò 

2.  How do we understand Sabbath here at St Timôs? 

You said:  ñRest to be with God; a time to worship with friends; day of rest and fellowship; go to church and pray to God; prayer 

time; spiritual refreshment; loving friends at corporate worship; I have all the quiet I need at home in nature; awesomeness; time 

with God; generally Sundays; family time; together-ness; God in our family; celebration and peace; a lack of knowledge; an oppor-

tunity to allow God to speak to me, to renew me for the week, a time of reflection and a chance to ask for forgiveness; belonging;

from the rest of the day to meditate; source of strength whenever in need; turn worries over to God; support; inner peace; heal, ac-

4. What action are we willing to take? 

You said:  ñCome to worship, participate and fellowship; give, listen, pray; encouragement; cannot do this myself; yield to Godôs 

grace and rediscovering it; be aware and attentive to each one around me and their life situations; greater participation; practice 

what I can do for God and not what God can do for me; more service to God; study, share and pray; follow God support my family; 

reading scripture, visiting shut-ins, charitable works for others; make a commitment to God and fulfill the commitment to God; be 

open-minded; surrender to God my life on a daily basis; go to church more regularly for now and when I retire to commit more of 

my time; openness and honesty about where I am; to become part of this congregation; reading the Bible; better planning for Sun-

day activities; keep an open mind; increase; open heart; membership; try and set a good example by supporting worship services 

and activities; help make us more present in the community; try to be a better person and more understanding of others;  better or-
