Some 

may react thinking the question might refer to the end times and the Second Coming of Jesus Christ.  While all of 

this surely could provide us a plethora of discussion, I am referring to the event that has already occurred in our his-

tory and yet continues to have implications for those who consider ourselves an Easter people today.  Please allow 

me to rephrase the question. 

 

How do we live our lives in the light of the Resurrection?  Is the light too glaring?  Would we rather prefer a lower 

wattage of spiritual zeal, something perhaps to read by but not too bright to expose our wrinkles or infidelities?  

Would we much prefer to huddle in our safe abodes reaping the new found sense of peace but keeping our voices 

down so as not to let the rest of the crowd in, less they spoil our fun?  Or perhaps this means we are off the hook.  

We are saved!  Zippity doodah, zippity eh!  The boat to Shangri la is boarding!  “Alleluia” shouts the chorus! 

 

As Easter people, we now celebrate a new covenant with God based on God‟s indwelling spirit that is in each of our 

hearts. But perhaps we prefer God to be like the distant relative that we visit on occasion but doesn‟t get into our 

family business.  We might prefer Jesus to have ascended to the heavens and let the story 

just end there.  Perhaps the hope of the Resurrected Christ is all too much for us to han-

dle.  I mean, no longer can we blame Adam and the Great Fall for all our woes.  No 

longer can we grumble in the desert, lost, afraid, and cut off.  No longer can we blame 

Pilate or Judas or Peter. 

 

The Lord has risen indeed…so then what are you or I going to do about it?

If you know you are going to need to be in the building either before or after 
those hours, please contact the church office in advance.  You will be instructed as to what must be done to get you 
in and out of the building as well as disarming and rearming the alarm system. 
 

This is our first attempt to address building use that ensures security for our users.  Besides the automated door 
locking and arming system, there are also cameras located to monitor critical access points.  There are no cameras 
and no microphones in the worship areas or meeting rooms.  If these times and system protocol cause a problem, 
the system easily can be reprogrammed to meet new or changing needs.  So please be in touch with the office or 
the property committee if you face any security challenges as we move forward.

Food For Thought 

It‟s interesting to imagine a newcomer‟s first visit to a church.  

How does a Sunday morning fall into place for family of four?  

What happens to a single person or a young couple who decide 

to visit a church for the first time? …The moment comes when 

the newcomer figures out how to park the car or how to get to 

church by public transportation and finds the courage to walk 

through the door.  Let‟s talk about Sunday morning as a primary 

example of initial greeting. 
 

Once people have arrived at the parish property, questions of 

getting into the building emerge.  

Is the route from the parked car 

into the worship space self-

evident and accessible?  Can one 

see how to approach the build-

ing?  Does the path accommo-

date canes, crutches, walkers, 

and wheelchairs?  Is the entrance 

inviting?  Will the newcomer 

feel welcomed in the attempt to 

find a place to sit? All these are 

questions the congregation 

should ask of itself. 
 

If there are challenges that can-

not be immediately corrected, people can help.  If the front door 

sticks, someone should be assigned the task of being there to 

help, at least until the problem can be repaired. 
 

What happens when newcomers arrive with children? Increas-

ingly, families are put off by the insistence that the children be 

sent to another place.  Even if the “other place” is Sunday 

school, parents may prefer to attend church as a family.  The 

congregation should be prepared to welcome those who arrive. 
 

Ushers and greeters can be welcoming greeters or gatekeepers.  

The gatekeeping usher or greeter is one who assumes that the 

people arriving for worship know where they are and what is 

expected. It‟s possible, as well, that the gatekeeping usher has a 

pre-conceived notion of who should be coming through the 

door.  For example, in a congregation that prides itself on the 

superior quality of its choral music and preaching, children may 

not be expected. They make noise. 
 

The welcoming greeter is one who is alert to the conditions that 

might be disquieting to someone attempting to enter the space. 

This greeter or usher will be on guard to sense what can be done 

to make the person coming through the door feel at home. 
 

Lest we be tempted to demonize 

gatekeepers, it should be noted that 

habits that develop in liturgical 

circumstances grow over time. 

Regular attenders of a particular 

church develop common patterns. 

The people who take on tasks like 

passing out leaflets at the door ab-

sorb those patterns. Perhaps in a 

congregation whose population is 

stable, the prospect of a newcomer 

or visitor simply evaporates. Folks 

forget that someone approaching 

might need assistance. 
 

This thought suggests that the role of the usher or greeter is one 

that needs to be reinvented at least once a year. The people serv-

ing in this capacity need to be constantly reminded that they 

might be the agent of miraculous healing. They might be the 

agent through which a hungry soul is fed. The might be the rea-

son hopefulness turns to joy.

Anglican Worship, 
The Book of Common Prayer, 
Liturgy and Piety (Part Six) 

taken from Anglican Essentials: A Course of Adult Catechesis 

 

The worship of the Anglican tradition is obviously corporate and public but it is also private. We hesitate to divide one from the 

other because they are necessary to each other. Each Anglican is encouraged to have a personal discipline of prayer and study 

called a Rule of Life. Here, too, The Book of Common Prayer is our guide. Author Martin Thornton has written: 

To the seventeenth-century layman the Prayer Book was not a shiny volume to be borrowed 

from the shelf on entering the church and carefully replaced on leaving. It was a beloved and 

battered personal possession, a lifelong companion and guide, to be carried from church to 

kitchen, to living room, to bedside  table. 
 

The prayer book provides the guides for a detailed and systematic reading of Scripture in the Daily Office 

lectionary as well as the three year cycle of weekly readings for the Sunday Eucharist. It also provides numerous forms for devo-

tions for families and individuals. It contains the Psalms, which are some of the best devotional reading Christians can have. The 

Book of Common Prayer is to be used at home as well as in the Church.  
 

The Book of Common Prayer, as important as it is to our tradition, is not the limit of our lives of prayer and devotion. From the 

foundation of corporate prayer and liturgy, Anglicans worldwide have always valued their own traditions of individual piety. 

Many Episcopalians pray the Rosary in either its traditional Marian form or in the newer tradition of Anglican Prayer Beads. Si-

lent contemplative prayer, the use of lectio divina (contemplative reading of Scriptures and other sacred texts), walking the laby-

rinth, speaking in tongues, praying in the Spirit, pilgrimages, retreats, silent days, all have a place in our tradition. All have proved 

helpful as individuals work toward deepening their spiritual lives.

What is the United Thank Offering?

The United Thank Offering (UTO) is not a donation or a fundraiser.  It is a discipline of offering daily prayers to God.  That‟s why 

folks use the provided Blue Boxes.  Every time we are thankful to God for something, and for me that‟s several times a day, a coin 

is placed in the Blue Box.  Sometimes I just see the Blue Box on my table and I don‟t have a coin, but I thank God anyway and 

maybe I‟ll go back and put a coin in later. 
 

Twice a year the Blue Boxes are gathered and the coins are turned into a check that is made out to the United Thank Offering.  

With those offerings, the national UTO Office is able to grant funds to projects.  In 2009, a Cleveland church received a grant 

from us in its community outreach program. 
 

Why the Blue Boxes?  Because they are the reminder to give thanks for even the small things in life; they are also a useful paren-

tal tool, helping our children and grandchildren to develop a prayer discipline.  Every time a child is thankful for their Mom, Dad, 

sister, brother, good day at school, clothes, shoes, they can put a penny in a Blue Box.  United Thank Offerings are ongoing, day-

by-day prayers to God. 
 

The United Thank Offering Memorial and Gift Trust Fund was established in 1982 as a permanent trust.  This Fund is a perma-

nent endowment fund created by memorial gifts and gifts of thanksgiving honoring or celebrating people and events.  The names 

are permanently recorded in a book, which is kept at the Episcopal Church Center and displayed at each Triennial Meeting of the 

Episcopal Church Women.  These tax-deductible gifts may be made in any amount.  Earnings from investment of the Memorial 

and Gift Trust Fund assure income to support the independent, elected volunteer UTO Board and provide interpretive materials for 

the extensive diocesan and parish volunteer network. 
 

Thank you for your participation in and dedication to the United Thank Offering.  The provisional total for last fall‟s Ingathering 

is $14, 795.21 from 43 parishes and the Diocesan Staff.  The next Fall Ingathering will take place in November—so keep tucking 

away those coins! 

Relating to Other Parishes via the West Mission Area Council 
 

Did you know that our parish has representatives on our West Mission Area Council, affectionately known as the West 

MAC?  (You voted for these folks at the Annual Meeting!)  These representatives are Joe Sharp, Ginger Brown, and myself.  Our 

western MAC represents parishes as far south as Sidney, as far west as Defiance, and includes the greater Toledo area.  We meet 

about four times a year, and our overall mission is to seek ways of greater inter-parochial collaboration.  We just finished hosting 

one of these gatherings here at St Tim‟s.   Among topics discussed were ideas about the possibility of having a summer intern, 

the Haitian brick project, and other mission partnerships.  If you have ideas in this area, please let your representatives know.  

 

The next gathering of the MAC is at St. Andrew‟s on April 10.  At this meeting we will be joined by Alan James, Canon to the 

Ordinary; Brad Purdom, Canon for Congregations; and Percy Grant, Canon for Ministry (Vocations).  We will discuss parishes 

in peril, congregational planting, reorganization, and closing.
