Me: Now what would you do if instead of busting your butt, he would look you in the eye and say, “Hey, Sly, you
are worth more to me than anything else in the whole wide world and nothing you could do or have done can make
me think different”?

Sly: Well, preacher, I guess that would be pretty cool.

Me: Great! (Shivering) Let’s get inside and buy some lunch.

Sly: Well, thanks, but lunch is free in the shelter.

Me: Really? Well then, my treat!

Connecting with Owens Community College

I am writing to report recent efforts in attempting to develop a St. Timothy’s presence on the
Owens campus. A few weeks ago, | met with the director of Student Activities, Mr. John
Byers, and discussed a number of options. As you might expect, there is a narrow path of
navigating through many of the federal laws protecting the separation of church and state,
and also the recognition that the nature of a local community college is different from that of
an international university, where college students away from home might seek out new
OWF NS spiritual resources. From what I could find, none of the other churches in the area have suc-

vl ceeded in having a sustainable on-campus presence. Mr. Byers recommended that we
schedule a table with the Auxiliary Services Office, where we might advertise our services
and programs, and perhaps acquire enough interested students to form an Episcopal club. One of the stipulations for
a club to be represented on campus is that it must be open to everyone, must have at least eight students who would
form a constitution, etc. Before leaving my meeting with Mr. Byers, | stopped in at the Auxiliary Services Office
and spoke with Ms. Smith, who was less optimistic about our acquiring a table, but promised to check with her su-
pervisor as to how we might be assisted.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE

As with any attempt at spreading the word about St. Tim’s, it happens most effectively by each of us committing to
invite others to join us person to person. I know for a fact that that is how many of the churches who are growing in
numbers have begun to see these increases. So if you know of students at Owens, please give them a personal invi-
tation to visit us.

Most recently I have had conversations with Margaret Parker, a faculty member at the business school who voiced
an interest in some sort of collaborative effort in developing a Bible study for students on campus. Perhaps those of
us who have contacts at Owens might consider finding other ways to talk to them about the possibility of increasing

Recently, Kim Boos (your Christian Education representative on Ves-

try) and I spent a morning cleaning out the nursery, getting rid of bro-

ken toys or those with missing parts or items that cannot readily be sanitized. You should know that every week,
our sextons sanitize the toys and surfaces with a disinfectant spray to keep the spread of germs at bay.

Speaking of germs, did you know we have a “sick policy”? If your child has a fever, or has had diarrhea or vomit-
ing in the previous 24 hours, our caregivers will ask you not to leave him or her in the nursery. That way we can
keep other children, as well as our caregivers, from getting sick, ensuring that there will be healthy people to wel-
come your child back the following Sunday.

And we’re very pleased to introduce four new caregivers. Dottie Wilkerson, Greg Gregory, Emily King, and Mary
Ann Mead have joined longtime volunteers Samantha Best, Elizabeth Mandly, and Caroline Mandly to boost our
nursery “staff.” On any given Sunday, you will see one or two of these folks in our nursery, ready to care for your
infants and toddlers during the 10am service. Our caregivers are now posting “Today’s Caregiver” cards on the
nursery door, so that you can verify that the people to whom you are handing over your little ones are, in fact, the
people scheduled to care for them. All of our “staff” are experienced babysitters, moms, or grandpas, and they look
forward to serving you and your family in the nursery.

Please help out all of our caregivers by introducing yourself and your child, if you don’t already know all of our
caregivers, and by clearly labeling your diaper bag to eliminate confusion. Let them know if you have any particular
concerns or questions. And if your kids don’t already have a nametag hanging on the “tree” on the wall of the Sun-
day School wing, please send their names to the office so we can have nametags made up for them. We encourage
you to help your children find their nametags whenever they come into the building.

Thank you for trusting us with even the temporary care of your precious little ones. It is our joy to assist your fam-
ily in worship!

Our First Vicar Arrives: Also in February came the long-awaited news of appointment by the Bishop of a
resident minister-in-charge, the Rev. H. James Graham, who arrived in Perrysburg in time to conduct
Morning Prayer on Sunday, April 28, after which a reception was held in the Rectory.

James Graham, along with his wife Gail and 4 year old daughter Ann, came to us from Trinity church, Concord, Massa-
chusetts where he was associate rector. Before that he had served churches at Spencer and Storm Lake, lowa. He
was born in Springfield, Illinois and graduated from Kenyon College in Gambier, Ohio and the Episcopal Theological
School in Cambridge, Massachusetts.

A week earlier, following Sunday services, a grateful congregation gave Dr. Garmey a reception in appreciation for his
wise and inspiring leadership as interim minister-in-charge. Dr. Garmey was presented a special scroll and it was an-
nounced that a section of the new church structure (the Parish Hall wing) would be dedicated in his honor.

On May 28, architectural plans for the new building were approved (having been studied and approved by the Dio-
cese), and a month and a half later bids were opened and let. The firm of Rudolph-Libbe of Walbridge was awarded
the general contract. Total cost: $172,500.

Financing of the project was as follows: a $100,000 loan from the Diocese of Ohio, with payments on principal and
