She taught 
for two and a half years at Cardington, near Marion, Ohio.  Then after a summer of travel-
ing in Europe, she taught at Elida High School for 4 years and earned a master’s degree in guidance and counseling at 
BGSU.  She then moved to Bowling Green and became a guidance counselor at Otsego High School for ninth-graders 
and Otsego students at Penta Career Center.  She retired from that position in 2006 after 35 years.  Terry does dou-
ble duty as a churchgoer.  She is a faithful member of St. Aloysius Catholic Church in Bowling Green, attending ser-
vices on Saturdays, and then attends St. Timothy's the next day with Rick.  She loves to garden and does mosaic art. 
      
Rick was born and raised in Davenport, Iowa.  A jolly man with a hearty laugh, he received a BA in sociology from 
Iowa State and then graduated with a Master of Divinity degree from Louisville Presbyterian Theological Seminary -- 
yes, as a Presbyterian minister ordained in his college church in Ames, Iowa.

After two and a half years there, he accepted a call to the Presbyterian 
church in our nearby Tontogany, where he remained for 34 years before retiring as the longest serving pastor at that 
150-year-old church.  He is a member of the Maumee Valley Presbytery, under whose aegis he just finished a six-year 
term on the Committee for Preparation for Ministry.   He is on the board of directors of the Children's Resource Cen-
ter, and is a past president of the advisory board for the Wood County Department of Human Services (now Jobs and 
Family Services).  He has a daughter (by his first marriage), Marianne, who now lives in Schaumburg, Illinois, with her 
husband and two children.    
 

Rick and Terry met in 1984 at Otsego at a meeting of the Drug and Alcohol 
Advisory Committee.  They married two years later, and Terry became a 
loving stepmother to Marianne (who was 9 years old).  Rick and Terry 
moved to Perrysburg in November 2009.

Food For Thought 

It’s an understatement to say that today’s youth believe differ-
ently than other generations of youth.  Today’s young 
people were raised in a transitional society that 
moved from modern philosophy (scientific, rational, 
compartmentalized) to a postmodern one 
(technological, communal, holistic).  People raised in 
the postmodern era have a different worldview than 
those raised under the influence of modern philoso-
phy. 
 
The postmodern philosophical shift started to take 
root in the mid-twentieth century, as Western society 
shifted from the industrial era to the information age, 
and as society began to see that science didn’t have 
all the answers. As Western society entered the new 
millennium, the transition 
from modernism to post-
modernism was nearly com-
plete. 
 
Postmodernism differs from 
modernism in many ways. 
Modern philosophy relies 
on reason, science, and in-
tellect.  While postmodern 
ways of thinking don’t dis-
count reason, the elements 
of emotion, intuition, and subjective thinking are 
added to the philosophical mix.  Generally speaking, 
modernism relies on rational thought and observation 
to obtain truth and often dismisses the spiritual as-
pects of humankind.  Postmodernism admits that 
there are other ways to obtain truth, such as experi-
ence, emotions, intuition, and a connection with the 
Divine. The postmodern thinker is more open to 
learning about religion through stories and experience 

than through theological constructs. 
 
A modern thinker is comfortable with hierarchy and 
central authority.  A postmodern thinker prefers indi-
vidual or communal interpretation of experience, and 
is skeptical of authority.  Finally, postmodernism is 
more inclusive and tolerant of diversity than modern-
ism.… 
 
Most of today’s teens and twentysomethings were 

raised at the end of the tran-
sition from the modern era 
to the postmodern one.  
What are these young post-
moderns looking for in the 
Christian church, and what 
do they desire for their own 
personal faith?  Leonard 
Sweet, who writes about the 
postmodern church, uses the 
acronym EPIC (Experience, 
Participation, Image, Con-

nection) to describe the spiritual search of today’s 
young people.   
 
Today’s postmodern believers would rather experi-
ence spiritual truths than read about them.  “I want to 
experience my Creator now,” says Erin, a 32-year-old 
Lutheran pastor working in her first church.  Far from 
being “armchair Christians,” today’s youth aren’t sat-
isfied to sit in the pew and watch.  They want to feel 
God’s presence and are open to different ways to ex-

perience the Divine. 
 
Today’s opportunities for experiential faith range from Christian rock, to megachurch-style worship with 
lively choir and full orchestras, to the quiet of more meditative types of worship.  In fact, new seekers are 
becoming more open to the experience of quiet and ancient ritual.  They are drawn to pre-Reformation 
styles of prayer, which invite a deeper awareness of God’s presence.   
 
Many of today’s teens and twentysomethings are no longer engaged when church services become too cas-
ual, too MTV.  They’re pulled in a new direction.  “Anything that seems old fashioned, that’s where 
they’re going,” says youth pastor Mary Pat Tlingman.  They’re drawn to such complex ancient rituals as 
the Jewish Kabbalah, the walk of the labyrinth, the meditations of St. Ignatius, or the mantra-like recita-
tions of Taize. 
 
…Along with the desire to experience God, this new generation of Christians is comfortable with mystery.  
Today’s youthful seekers don’t need to have everything explained to them.  A number of years ago, I had 
the privilege of hearing Leonard S 
 
Sweet conduct a seminar on postmodern thought where he used his acronym “EPIC.”  One of his state-
ments impressed me as a core truth about today’s younger generations:  “Postmoderns don’t approach life 
as a problem to be solved, but as a mystery to be experience and lived.”   
 
Colleen Carroll, in The New Faithful, shares some key elements that many young believers are seeking: 

Their identity is centered on their religious beliefs, and their morality derives from those beliefs. 
They yearn for mystery and tend to trust their intuitive sense that what they have found is true, real and 

worth living to the extreme. 
They seek guidance and formation from legitimate sources of authority… 
They strive for personal holiness, authenticity, and integration in their spiritual lives and are attracted to 

people and congregations that do the same. 
 
…I issue a challenge to those in the Episcopal, Lutheran, Roman Catholic, and Orthodox churches to pre-
pare to welcome a new generation of people seeking faith through sacred and experiential ritual.  But I add 
a caution.  Today’s young people welcome a return to the ancient faith practices which lead to a deep rela-
tionship with God.  But, they will reject the ancient attitudes of rigidity, law, and judgment.

PART I: The Bible’s Authority from Five Perspectives 
  
I. Scripture as the Word of God 
For Anglicans, the Bible is considered the Word of God; but we do not view this in an iner-
rant, literalist sense. The Church of England never claimed the inerrancy of Scripture, even 
during the Reformation, and the more modern Anglican Church does not hold that the Bible 
is literally the “words” of God in every detail. As stated in the catechism, “We call them 
(the Holy Scriptures) the Word of God because God inspired their human authors and be-
cause God still speaks to us through the Bible” (BCP 853). The Bible is viewed as divinely 
inspired but a very human product, the work of numerous human authors, constructed over 
a thousand years or more, and conditioned by the cultural assumptions of their age. It is a 
highly pluralistic document, containing the personal views of different writers, and shaped 
by the particular situations in which they were written. Consider, for example, the seeming 
conflict between the Apostle Paul and James, Jesus’ brother, over the role of works in 
Christian doctrine; two different slants that, when studied carefully, richly inform our faith. 
  
Essentially, then, the Bible contains the Word of God in the sense that it speaks to us of Je-
sus Christ, but does so as conveyed by God through human beings. Reginald Fuller says 
that this is something we should embrace. The Word of God expressed through human 
words is analogous to the doctrine of the Incarnation, wherein the eternal Word of God be-
came incarnate as a first century Jew—Jesus. It is analogous to the sacraments, wherein 
“God uses the frail elements of water, bread, and wine to communicate the redemptive pres-
ence and action of his Word to us.” It is also analogous to the Church, a very human institu-
tion that is always in need of reform. In sum, with the Bible, as with all the other means 
God uses for our salvation, the same applies: “God in his wondrous condescension stoops 
to use human and earthly means to accomplish his saving purpose” (Fuller 80). “As the in-
carnate Word is the sacrament of God...so the Bible is the sacrament of God’s word, his of-
fer of salvation through his eternal Son and Word” (Fuller 80).

Relay for Life 
 

This year’s Relay for Life begins Friday, June 10, at 5pm and continues until Saturday, June 11, at 11am at 
Rivercrest Park. 
 
The American Cancer Society Relay for Life represents the hope that those lost to cancer will never be for-
gotten, that those who face cancer will be supported and that one day cancer will be eliminated.  The Relay 
is a life-changing event that gives everyone in the community a chance to celebrate the lives of people who 
have battled cancer, remember loved ones lost and fight back against the disease.  Because cancer never 
sleeps, Relay teams are asked to walk the whole 18 hours.   
 
St. Timothy’s organizes a team for this event each year and we’ve had walkers from every generation:  chil-
dren, youth, young couples, the middle aged and older!  Why do we participate?  Because there is not one 
person in our church community whose life has not been touched one way or another by the scourge of 
cancer.  This Relay has allowed us as a faith community to join with others in Perrysburg, no matters one’s 
background or faith, to stand together.  St. Timothy’s remains committed in its efforts to support those 
children, women and men for whom cancer is a daily challenge.  May we bring hope to those who count on 
us. 
 
What can you do?  Join the Relay team (sign up on the  
Outreach board). Financially support a walker.  Place a  
Luminaria in honor or memory of someone (see the  
brochure on the Information Table). Or come out to the  
park and cheer on the team! 

Bricks for Haiti 
 
The Diocese of Haiti is one of the largest (and poorest) dioceses of the Episcopal Church. The earthquake of January 
2010 wiped out 70% of Episcopal Church buildings in a country where the per capita income is about $480. 
 
When you “buy a brick” for Trinity Cathedral, you join many congregations in our diocese who are helping rebuild the 
center of spiritual and practical support for nearly 100,000 Episcopalians in the poorest country in the Western Hemi-
sphere. 
 
Rebuild the Church in Haiti is a national, grass-roots effort of the Episcopal Church to lift up one of our own dioceses 
after a year of crushing natural disasters. You can buy a brick for $10 and hopefully you will want to buy many more.

History & Security 

 

Did you know that our monthly “Did You Know?” column was courtesy of Bob Boyd, who has been collect-
ing facts for us to print?  Well, after three years of publishing these, Bob has finally run out of facts!  We 
are now printing, as we have room, excerpts of his The First Thirty Years: A History of St. Timothy’s Episco-
pal Church, 1962-1992.  The story continues below. 
 
 
 

Chapter II: The Rev. Laurence H. Hall Comes:  In all ways 1967 stands out as a noteworthy year in St. Timothy’s his-
tory.  James Graham, as already mentioned, had submitted his resignation as Vicar to become Rector of Trinity Church 
in Jefferson, Ohio ad to return to school part-time to work on a graduate degree in sociology.  The Bishop’s Commit-
tee notified Bishop Burt that we would be happy to welcome Canon Laurence H. Hall as Vicar, and he was appointed, 
effective October 1. 
 
Canon Laurence Hall had been rector of St. Paul’s Church in East Cleveland for 13 years.  Before that, from 1935 until 
1948, he had served in New York City, then in Cincinnati where his ministry included six years as assistant to Nelson 
Burroughs before the latter became Bishop of the Diocese of Ohio.  Called by the Bishop to Cleveland, Larry was sen-
ior canon-in-charge of Trinity Cathedral and was later appointed lifetime canon. 
 
Larry Hall, an Englishman by birth, came from a theatrical family and passed up a career on the stage to immigrate to 
Canada where, in addition to meeting his wife Sarah (Sadie), he joined the Church Army from which he was later or-
dained an Episcopal priest.  However, theater remained in his blood and he became a well-known humorist on the 
banquet circuit and an amateur magician, the latter a talent effectively used to enliven many St. Timothy functions. 
 
It was in 1967 that John Kosmider donated to the church a small family house in Toledo which we eventually sold for 
$8,000.  A hundred Prayer Books and hymnals were purchased with Memorial Day Fair profits and people were given 
an opportunity to donate them as memorials.  We enlarged our parking lot (but couldn’t afford to have it black-
topped).  We equipped our office with a used electric typewriter, mimeograph machine and addressograph equip-
ment.  We hired Mrs. Samuel (Connie) Otwell of St. Paul’s, Maumee as a shared Christian Education Director, and 
Canon Hall and Edmund Wheelden created our weekly TIDINGS mailer.  (The shield on the banner, incidentally, is the 
official symbol of the real St. Timothy, the cudgel and six stones symbolizing his being beaten and stoned to death 
while preaching Christianity.)  There were 25 boys and girls in our junior choir, the girls in red and white vestments 
and the boys in black cassocks and white surplices sewn from kits by their mothers.  Best of all, there were full houses 
at Sunday services, and toward the end of the year, we were all eager to take the first step in becoming a self-
sustaining Parish.  To show our desire, the Bishop’s Committee reduced our asking form the Diocese from $4,500 to 
$3,000 a year.
