Can I still participate in worship even if |
don’t want to become a member? Rest assured that this Lent you will be given several opportunities to review, re-
new, and recommit to the baptismal covenant we hold dear as Episcopalians.

This Lent we will follow the Catechumenate model of initiation in our Episcopal tradition. It may come as a sur-
prise to you that in the early church community, these Catechumenate preparations lasted over a three-year period
and culminated into the final preparation for baptism. We will do it as part of a sermon series focused on our bap-
tismal covenant and the different stages of committing ourselves as disciples or followers of Jesus Christ. Through-
out this process we will have the opportunity to explore our baptismal covenant and recommit ourselves to a life of
deeper faith. More information will be presented at our Adult Forum at 9:00am on March 6, the last Sunday before
Lent; I encourage you to attend.

In addition to this process, we will offer our traditional Lenten suppers. This year’s focus is on historic and alter-
nate forms of prayer, and we will be taught by some excellent speakers. It is our hope that you will learn something
new that injects a freshness into your own prayers. Don’t forget to invite a neighbor or a friend!

At Easter we will gather to renew our baptismal promises and share with one another the particular ways in which
we hope to live out this incredible Christian journey together.

Winter Convocation

Presiding Bishop Visits Perrysburg for Diocesan Winter Convocation
by the Diocese of Ohio, with additional reporting by Mindy Withrow

A record 650 people (including more than a dozen St. Tim’s members!) turned out to see the Most Rev. Katharine
Jefferts Schori at the diocese’s Winter Convocation in Perrysburg, February 11-12. In her first visit to the Diocese
of Ohio since her consecration as Presiding Bishop, she held a town hall meeting on Friday evening, fielding a
variety of questions from what she thought of the Egyptian move toward democracy to what she would like to say
to the Archbishop of Canterbury (“What can you find to love about the Episcopal Church?”’) to where she thought
the church was going in the next 10 years.

She noted that the church was growing among three groups of people: Latinas, young adults, and women who
were experiencing some life transition. The church will grow overseas, among immigrant populations and those
Episcopalians who pay attention to the communities around them. The Episcopal Church, she said, is for people
who like to wrestle with the questions, and who don’t need all the answers. She believes the church of the future
will be much more multicolored and multicultural. The church may not have as many buildings and their primary
focus won’t just be Sunday morning worship.

The world is changing so fast that we are being forced to change, she continued. The process of considering the
Anglican Covenant, which she believes is “dead in the water,” has also forced us to talk. Ironically the push from
some members of the Communion to make the Covenant stronger has delayed any ability to move forward on it.
“We’ve already won,” she said. “We are learning that the church is not about regulation but about becoming bet-
ter partners in mission.” The parts of the church that are growing
are those that are taking risks and are willing to tell their stories.
She also said we need to engage our peers in other religions, and
told the gathering about a tri-faith initiative in Omaha among
Christians, Jews, and Muslims.

Asked what she has seen as she has travelled around the wider
church, she said she has noticed a more outward focus, a deeper
experience of prayer, and leadership coming not just from those
who are ordained, but also those in the pews. She reminded the
gathering that the church needs to have a constant renewing of
leadership as it plans for its succession.

Bishop Katharine also gave the sermon at the Saturday morning
worship service, and spent lunch with the youth.

Those in attendance also took part in breakout sessions, led by
Bishop Katharine, as well as a dozen workshops after lunch, one
of which was led by St. Tim’s own Catherine Huber.

Getting Our Story About Story Straight
by Peter Block

What is the story we tell ourselves about who we are? Getting
clear about the nature of story is important in appreciating the
power of the existing context. Especially in those places where
history and the past seem overridingly restraining.

Storytelling plays a noble and historic role in our lives and in
society. Stories can give us a narrative to guide and instruct us.
They are crucial to our knowing who we are; they provide a

There are other kinds of stories that in their telling become a
limitation. Limiting stories are personal versions of the past.
They are stories about the conclusion we drew from events that
happened to us. Other limiting stories are those that are re-
hearsed or make the point that the future will be a slightly modi-
fied continuation of the past out of which the story arose. Stories
of this nature place us as victims of events or even fate.

sense of identity. Some sto-
ries, however, become the
limitation to creating anything
new....We need to distinguish
between the stories that give
meaning to our lives and help
us find our voice, and those
that limit our possibility.

The stories that are useful and
fulfilling are the ones that are
metaphors, signpost, parables,
and inspiration for the fullest
expression of our humanity.
They are communal teaching
stores. Creation stories, wis-

sibility.”

But our version of all
of them, the meaning and memory
that we narrate to all who will
listen, is our creation. Made up.
Fiction. And this is good news,
for it means that a new story can
be concocted any time we choose.

dom stories, sometimes per-

sonal stories that have a mythic quality, even if they come from
the person sitting next to me....A personal story told for the first
time, or shared for the first time in public, can have a transform-
ing effect.

Theater, movies, song, literature, and art are storytelling of the
highest order. These are the mediums for building an individual
sense of what it means to be human. The arts are an essential
part of the story of what it means to be a human being and a
community.

Same with community. The stories of violence, crime, wrongdo-
ing that are constantly told are also fiction. The events may have
happened, but the versions that let those events define who we
are as a community—such as whether it is safe to go downtown,
whether we need new leaders, whether people in this place are
friendly, whether we are headed up or down—are all fiction.
The decision to tell those stories over and over again as if they
were defining truths creates the limitation against an alternative
future.

' Book are to be understood as those authorized by this Church. The words of anthems are to be from Holy Scripture, or from thls i
' Book, or from texts congruent with them” (BCP p. 14). Music, especially hymns, is how the theology of our tradition is made
i clear and immediate to the people. They have been called “the theological texts of the people.” Care should be taken then that
! + hymns and songs are never present just because we like to sing them, but because they serve to draw out the meaning of the scrip- !
i | ture texts or commemorations of the day or to give us words to respond to them. By Canon Law the ultimate responsibility for the :
' content and conduct of the worship of the parish Church rests exclusively with the Rector or Priest in Charge. Even then he or she i
1s not free to make innovations or changes to the Church’s liturgical forms. Canon Law requires that they must conform to the '
urubr1cs (instructions) of The Book of Common Prayer. By having this requirement, the Church safeguards the people from the ! ;

History of St. Tim’s

A

Did you know that our monthly “Did You Know?” column was courtesy of Bob Boyd, who has been collect-
ing facts for us to print? Well, after three years of publishing these, Bob has finally run out of facts! We
are now printing, as we have room, excerpts of his The First Thirty Years: A History of St. Timothy’s Episco-
pal Church, 1962-1992. The story continues below.

First Service in New ChurchAt the beginning of 1964, construction was well enough along that volunteer
work crews were lending a hand on weekends helping with the painting of the Parish Hall wing. Among the
more permanent contributions of time and skill were the altar, and the sacristy and kitchen sink cabinets
built by Mr. Mauk and Mr. Wilson, and the organ assembled from a kit by James LaFrance.

For the record, it should be noted that on February 3, St. Timothy’s was formally incorporated, and a re-
guest was sent to the Diocese for transfer of title of the land to the new corporation. This was necessary to
offer a first mortgage to the Citizens Banking Company in exchange for the $35,000 loan needed to pay im-
mediate construction bills.

On March 1, 1964, the third Sunday in Lent, the first service (Holy Communion) was held in the new St.
Timothy’s Church. It was seven months following groundbreaking, and almost exactly two years following
the founding of the Mission, now consisting of approximately 80 families.

On Sunday afternoon, April 19, the new building was formally dedicated, beginning with Bishop Burroughs
knocking three times on the door with the foot of the Processional Cross and saying, “Open me the gates of
righteousness, that | may go into them and give thanks unto the Lord.” Dr. Garmey, then retired and living
in Scarsdale, New York, was guest preacher, and Mr. Graham of St. Paul’s was Litanist. Guests included
clergy of Perrysburg churches and of Episcopal churches in the region. During the dedication the Bishop
poured water in the form of a cross on the bare altar, after which the Vicar and other ministers dried and
vested it.

With a handsome physical plant now basically complete as designed, save for a steeple, four rows of pews
and a hard surface driveway and parking lot, the Bishop’s Committee and parishioners of St. Timothy’s
turned to organizing its housekeeping and getting on with the work of the church in the spirit of Paul’s

words as he ends his First Letter to Timothy:

“O TIMOTHY, GUARD WHAT HAS BEEN ENTRUSTED YOU.”

Q Life Line Screening is coming to...

A\

1) Stroke/Carotid Artery Screening - Ultrasound evaluation of the carotid arteries that screens for buildup of fatty plaque—
the leading cause of strokes.
