The Feeding of the Five Thousand: A story about hospitality

by Clayton L. Morris

All four gospels tell the story of the miraculous feeding of a
huge crowd. Jesus and his friends wanted to get away for a
while. They walked into the countryside, and a crowd followed
them. As the story goes, five thousand men, with an undis-
closed number of women and children, followed Jesus and the
disciples, hoping to hear Jesus teach. As the day wore on, it was
time for something to eat. There was nothing at hand: no ca-
terer, no fast-food stands. “What do we have?” Jesus asked.
“Five loaves and two fish,” one of the disciples answered. Jesus
took a loaf, broke it, and passed the pieces to people nearby. He

Any questions you may have
may be stated as freely as any other responses. Your questions will be understood to be your own personal questions, and no
one will try to answer them for you.

The Oral Tradition model is not a discussion group, but rather a period of reflection on the biblical text at hand, and a different
way of sharing our personal responses with others who are also sharing theirs. Using the gospel reading for the upcoming Sun-
day puts us “on the same page” of Scripture “at the same time,” so that our own responses can be enriched by hearing those of
the others with us in this time and place we call faith.

Those who attended our Lenten Supper Series on prayer had the opportunity to try this one night. If you found that exercise
helpful, or if this description sounds like something you would be willing to try for a couple of months, please talk with me dur-
ing Coffee Hour, or contact me at 419-874-2305 or rainhouse@sbcglobal.net.

Chapter II: 1967-1976: In modern football parlance, St. Timothy’s very first Every Member Canvass was a “Hail

Mary” attempt....a long pass with a prayer and a hope. No one knew what to expect. But 56 families and individuals

pledged over $12,000. Five years later, now a tangible entity complete with church building and priest, there were
80 communicant families and individuals and we were able to afford an operating budget of $30,660.

Based on parishioner support, it is interesting to again note the fertile ground in which St. Timothy’s was planted. In 1967, our
operating budget was $30,660; in 1973, it was $70,900; in 1979, it was $100,000; in 1985, it had risen to $125,063; and in 1990,
just before we adopted no-budget Faith, or ThankstGiving, it was $167,900.

In line with this, the Diocese of Ohio in 1967 launched the Sesquicentennial Thanksgiving Appeal and we were given a quota of
$9,672. When it was all over, St. Timothy’s parishioners had pledged $16,629 — 175 percent over our quota! This elicited the
warm thanks of newly consecrated Bishop John Burt. (Even so, we were getting by with volunteer sextons-of-the-month and
spring and fall work groups for maintenance.)

St. Tim’s Security System

We have had some of the usual start-up bugs but have worked through the majority of those and will continue to re-
fine the system as our needs change. A number of questions are filtering back, which indicate a lack of understanding
about what the system can and cannot do. Here are answers to some of the questions I've heard so far.

Q: How do we get out of the building if there is a fire?

A: All the doors continue to work from the inside and you may leave through any door at any time.

Q: Who is watching us on the cameras?

A: Noone. The cameras simply record events in the hallways that occur when the building is locked and someone
enters without disabling the alarm. This has occurred once in the last month: one night we were notified the alarm
had gone off and we were able to go back to the recorded footage and see that someone had entered (the front door
had not been properly locked), heard the alarm go off, and then left.

Q: What happens if the system arms itself while there are still people in the building?

A: Anyone with a keycard/password may simply go to the keypad and disable the alarm. When the meeting or event
concludes, that person, as the last one out, will then enable the alarm and leave.

Special circumstances are bound to occur in the future that may raise a concern regarding the security system. We

can deal with it, especially if we are given reasonable notice. If there is an emergency, call whomever you normally

call and they will get to the right people to address the concern. We are giving up nothing with regard to our access
to St. Tim’s; we only need to take an extra step or two to have that access at unusual hours of the day.
