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" Did you know that our monthly “Did You Know?” column was courtesy of Bob Boyd, who has been collect-
ing facts for us to print? Well, after three years of publishing these, Bob has finally run out of facts! We
are now printing, as we have room, excerpts of his The First Thirty Years: A History of St. Timothy’s Episco-
pal Church, 1962-1992. The story continues below.

Chapter ll: Mention was made earlier of a Memorial Day Fair. In 1964, when St. Timothy’s was a still a brand new,
but spirited entry in the roster of Perrysburg denominations, a few parishioners got together to devise a way to
speed up making our presence felt in the community. Willis and Hope Harshorn contributed the idea of an annual
public fair and donating half the profits to a worthwhile community cause. Memorial Day seemed a particularly
good time to do this, for the Annual American Legion parade attracted hundreds of kids with time on their hands at
its conclusion. It was felt that such a project would involve a large number of the Parish.

The first fair pretty well established the format for the next nearly 20 years of fairs. A string of game booths were
constructed in the parking lot with lumber donated by Walter (Pete) Wilson’s lumber company, and games were
either devised or rented. A large food booth dispensed sandwiches (later barbecued full chicken dinners) and soft
drinks. The Richard Fries family, including his parents, brothers and other relatives for many years provided the
equipment and faithful manpower to grill chicken and hot dogs. Bedding plants and hanging baskets were sold, as
were baked goods and flea market items such as jewelry and knick knacks. There were usually a couple of ride
concessions, a professional clown, a fortune teller, occasional pony and pony-drawn rides, face painting and a
dunking booth. In later years, a full scale auction of used and donated items, an art show and a book sale were at
times run in conjunction with the fair, usually by the women.

Readying and manning the fair took upwards of a 150 people working shifts. In every way it was a man-size task
and it quickly became a vital part of the community holiday. Over the years, more than $10,000 in hard-earned
profits were given to such things as the Perrysburg drug abuse program, Orleans Park, American Field Service, Per-
rysburg symphony orchestra, Boy Scout Troops, Mother’s Club, the Bee Hive, Wood County Welfare Department,
Bicentennial Program, EIm House, high school Jazz Singers, Perrysburg Ecumenical Housing, Public Tennis Courts,
Drama Workshop, dishes for schools, etc.

This money does not include that raised by the Women of St. Timothy’s (later to be formally organized and called
Episcopal Church Women) from their contribution to the fairs. They too used their profits charitably giving mean-
ingful amounts to men and women Halfway Houses, Planned Parenthood, Heart Transplant Fund of Northwest
Ohio, Bethany House, Community Connection of Perrysburg, Episcopal Radio and TV foundation, Cedar Hills Con-
ference Center after it was destroyed by fire, the Presiding Bishop’s Fund for World Relief, new China for our
kitchen, and many other things for St. Timothy’s.
