Transitions are often not welcomed or easy, yet are the very life blood of creativity and progress.   For Episcopalians 
ñchangeò is viewed as one of the seven deadly sins. We disdain anything that moves us out of our comfort zone. 
 
By nature, however, change allows us to learn, to start afresh, to carry forward what we have been gifted with and let 
go of what has hindered us from being our very best. 
 
Change leaves us with opportunity. However, it does not happen automatically.  We are left with a choice to hold on 
entrenched with gritted teeth or embrace a new vision, a new path, a new opportunity to trust Godôs mysterious ways. 
 
Transition offers a church an opportunity to bring to light all that was confined in the darkness.  All of the hidden cav-
erns of built up resentment and hurt or neglected opportunities of grace that may indeed go back years and years. 
We may have to reconstruct our collective story based on our own experience rather than the experience of others.  
Narratives that we have held onto expressing the very best of who we are, and at times the very worst we have been, 
all need to be viewed in the light of Christ.  This examination of our collective conscience is indeed a worthy project, a 
confession of sorts and a cleansing. 
 
So often we limit our change to the immediate and the superficial, while the real work of systemic change is ne-
glected. At times we may have the desire to move on. And, I agree that at times we need to do just that. But unfortu-
nately, if some of this inner spiritual work is not done we may agree to go along to get along.  Yet in our hearts and 
often leaking out all over the place, are these memories, shadowed narratives and not so hidden agendas continue to 
blind one to the possibility of peace and progress. 
 
What may indeed be necessary is a deep spiritual reflection on all that has been and continues to be.  We may have 
to once again revisit the gospel values that moved the hearts of our founders to form this community we know as St 
Timothy Episcopal Church.  In this process, we indeed have to do the audacious and unthinkable act.  We need to 
forgive and then move on in faith. 
 
What will emerge can be truly transforming; a renewal in its best sense. 
My prayer for all of you in this pathway of transformation, is that we truly 
embrace the work before us.  In doing so we become increasingly aware 
of our omnipresent God guiding us toward truth, love and community.

PART III: Sufficiency of Scripture 
 

Next, let us consider the sufficiency of Scripture. Here the question is whether the 
Bible adequately contains what is necessary for obtaining salvation in Jesus 
Christ.  In the Anglican view, the Bible does contain all that is necessary for us to 
obtain salvation. Article VI of the Thirty Nine Articles states explicitly: ñHoly Scrip-
ture containeth all things necessary to salvation...ò(BCP 868). As Fuller so effec-
tively puts it: ñNo other book, however primitive or inspiring, can add anything to 
the witness of these acts of God, however much it may contribute to our under-
standing of them. This is because the saving acts of God took place once-for-all, 
and with the events there is also a once-for-all authoritative witness. This witness 
is the work either of those who had themselves directly witnessed those events...or 
of those who were in immediate contact with that witness, who...were ñso com-
pletely created by apostolic witness and formed by apostolic obedience that they 
are veritably carried across into the company of the original disciples of Jesus and 
invested with the authority of their mission.ò (Fuller 83)

Missio: A Fresh Expressions Missions Conference 

Missio  will offer an opportunity for people in traditional congregations to converse with leaders of emerging 
Christianity, to discover innovative resources for building community with young adults, to collaborate in 
campus ministry, and learn about radical hospitality, emergent worship, and missional church planting. To-
gether, we will explore what it means to be what the Archbishop of Canterbury Rowan Williams calls a 
"mixed-economy church," where traditional congregations and new expressions of church work together to 
participate in God's mission in the world.

What is an Episcopalian? 

 

The word ñEpiscopalò refers to government by bishops. An Episcopalian is a person who belongs to the 
Protestant Episcopal Church, the branch of the worldwide Anglican Communion in the United States. As 
Episcopalians, we believe: 

The Holy Scriptures are the revealed word of God, which inspired the human authors of the Scripture, 

and which is interpreted by the Church under the guidance of the Holy Spirit. 

The Nicene and the Apostles Creed are the basic statements of our beliefs about God. 

The two great sacraments of the Gospel, given by Christ to the Church, are Baptism and the Holy 

Eucharist. In Baptism we renounce Satan, repent of our sins, and adopt Jesus as our Lord and Savior. In 
the Holy Eucharist, the center of our worship life, we remember and participate in the life, death, and resur-
rection of Jesus Christ until his coming again. 

The historic episcopate continues the work of the first apostles in the Church, guarding the faith, unity, 

and discipline of the Church, and ordaining men and women to continue Christôs ministry. 
The doctrine and forms of worship are inherited from the Anglican Churchðthe Church of England, and 
the Episcopal Church is a member of the worldwide Anglican Communion. 
 
 

How Does the Episcopal Church Differ From Other Denominations?  Historically, bishops oversee 

the Church in particular geographic areas, known as dioceses. In the worldwide Anglican Communion the 
Archbishop of Canterbury, who oversees the Diocese of Canterbury, occupies a special position by virtue 
of history and tradition but he has only the power of persuasion over other branches of the Communion, 
that is, we are a confederation of equals. Bishops from the Anglican Communion meet every 10 years for 
the Lambeth Conference, at the invitation of the Archbishop of Canterbury, but the resolutions coming from 
that Conference do not hold authority over all members of the Communion. Collegiality among bishops is 
the substitute for authority, + communal discernment is the substitute for decision-making power. 
 
Each bishop and diocese, operating through a yearly diocesan convention, determine the character of life 
and work in that diocese within a set of general decisions made by a triennial General Convention of The 
Episcopal Church as a whole. These decisions are formalized as canonsðrules that governðby The Epis-
copal Church and subsequently by each affected diocese. Each diocese elects and sends clergy and lay 
representativesðdeputiesðto the General Convention. The convention of the Diocese of Ohio generally 
takes place in November.

Food For Thought 

 

A reflection worth talking about!

One half of Episcopal congregations have an average Sunday attendance of 35 people, most of whom are older than 
50. The congregations used to be larger, they used to have younger families, they used to have enough money for a 
full-time priest, an organist, a secretary, and someone to do cleaning and yard work. But just like any small (and 
shrinking) business these days, they can no longer afford the rising cost of utilities, insurance, salaries, and benefits. 

 
The clergy of these small churches, whether they recognize it or not, are probably engaged in what some call a 
ñhospice ministryò to a part of our church that is dying. As such, theyôre dealing with the usual realities of grief ï denial, 
anger, bargaining, and gradual acceptance. Their buildings may eventually be sold off, and all record of them may, in 
time, disappearï except, of course, for those with endowments, who go on as a chapel for a small religious club, as a 
pretty museum to a past life. 
 
Why is this taking place? It is because the world around us has moved on. On Sunday mornings, the action is down 
the street, in the crowded café that provides fresh-roasted coffee, organic muffins, and free wireless; itôs buzzing with 
conversation and has a waiting line out the door. The people in those cafés have no knowledge or experience of what 
the Bible has to say, what the power of the sacraments can be like, or how to explore different forms of prayer. We 
church folk have become strangers in our own land. This trend is a force that is way beyond the churchôs control. We 
canôt turn it around by offering guitars and snappy new marketing. 

 
In other words, we are becoming a church whose basic product remains the same but whose ñmarket shareò in the 
overall economy is shrinking. We are becoming a church whose many old-style mom-and-pop corner markets are clos-
ing, while our few larger ñstoresòï program and resource-size churchesï are thriving. 
 
During my sabbatical this year, I stayed for a week at General Theological Seminary. One of the young seminarians 
here spoke to me about the changing face of ordained ministry. He plans on serving an underserved poor community 
of some sort, doing a new church start-up that uses some of the methodology of the emerging church (which, by the 
way, is almost entirely made up of small congregations). He has no illusions about being entitled to a career in tradi-
tional parish life, or even a full-time job ï he knows that world is dwindling. 
 

But heôs not particularly interested in it, either. He sees more interesting possibilities in alternative Christian commu-
nity. In this he is perhaps typical of many in his generation, who are not fixed on the stable, often institutional, career 
models of yesterday. As he sees it, itôs a fluid, flexible economy, and therefore, so should the church be. 
 
All of this raises interesting questions for seminaries and other programs of formation for clergy. I hope that seminari-
ans here are not expecting the church to provide each one of them with a comfortable living. If they do, theyôre pos-
sessed by a fantasy of the past. I hope theyôre going into this with open eyes about the state of the church in society 
today.

I  hope theyôre therefore ready to either compete very tightly for those few old-style jobs in large congregations, or em-
bark on an insecure adventureï and how many of those who have invested $100,000 in their education are willing to 
do that? 
 
Given this fact, I also hope that dioceses are coming up with really good, inexpensive, local formation programs for 
clergy who will be sent out as adventurers to create small, innovative congregations. 
 
In this way, perhaps we are returning to those days before the church became a big social institution. Way back, our 
leaders didnôt go to graduate school and then land in secure church careers. A few were scholars who were trained in 
a rigorous educational process, but most were not. They were recognized as people of deep faith, and trained in what-
ever way was available to them. They then went on, risking a great deal, to serve small, experimental, pioneer commu-
nities. 
 
If what Iôm describing is the handwriting on the wall, weôd do well to read it. It would be good to embrace, rather than 
bemoan or deny, the changes that are taking place in society and in the church. We can encourage the larger 
churches that are doing well. But we can also come out of denial about whatôs happening to the small ones. Weôll have 
to finish the hospice work, move through grieving about the old days, and move on to new models of small, vibrant, 
contemporary Christian community. 
 
I wonder if after those small, elderly congregations lose their hope ï and perhaps their buildings ï they will eventually 
be replaced by something new. In doing so, we may end our futile attempts of resuscitation, and instead, embrace res-
urrection. 
 
Perhaps this is where the emerging church can lead the way: not as the great hope for a rising Christian tide, but as 
the most interesting, compelling, and realistic way for small-church Christianity to be in our current age.

I thought that 
in our country there was a separation of Church and State. Are clergy really officers of the 
State? 

9.  I am worried about ways in which confidentiality and privacy are disregarded in society today. 
How does the church protect parishioner privacy and confidentiality? 

10. I've heard that the organ is broken and it will take $60,000 to fix it. Do we really need an or-
gan? Aren't there some alternatives? 

11. You haven't seen me in church recently because I work two jobs. Sunday is the only day I   
have for myself and for my family.  Does God understand? 

12. Buenas dias, new Vicar. You have probably noticed that there are more and more Spanish-
speaking people living in our neighborhood and coming to our church. What resources does 
our church have to help us feel at home? 

13. I've been reading about whether the Roman Catholic Church will make Mother Teresa of In-
dia a saint. How do we in the Episcopal Church honor our heroes and heroines of the faith? 

14. My daughter is a religion major in college. She has an interest in the figure of Sophia. She 
says that Sophia is in the Bible. I can't find Sophia in my Bible. Can you help me?

Did you know that our monthly ñDid You Know?ò column was courtesy of Bob Boyd, who 
has been collecting facts for us to print?  Well, after three years of publishing these, Bob 
has finally run out of facts!  We are now printing, as we have room, excerpts of his The 
First Thirty Years: A History of St. Timothyôs Episcopal Church, 1962-1992.  The story 
continues below. 
 

 

FIRST PAID LAY STAFF MEMBER  
 
 
In 1967, Mrs. John (Karen) Morse became our first paid secretary.  Before that, Mrs. Edwin (Marguerite) 
Rabbitt devoted two mornings a week to the task.  Mrs. Joseph (Carol) Sharp replaced Karen Morse in 
1976, and she continued on the staff as secretary and bookkeeper until resigning in 1979 to become a 
mother.  Mrs. Eric (Barbara) Nicely then took over the assignment.  In 1982, Janet Frank (now Davies) be-
gan doing part time secretarial work, along with being a full-time Sunday morning nursery school sitter, and 
in 1984 she was hired as full-time secretary and bookkeeper. Janet, who showed creativity and interest in 
church activities, was given leadership in that area in 1988, and Barb Aeschliman was hired as secretary.  
She resigned in 1990, and was succeeded b Marie Bucher. 
 
Other happenings in 1967 were establishment of Helping Hands as a tax deductible trust to administer to the 
physical and spiritual needs of people; the revised Trial Liturgy was being gingerly experimented with at this 
time, but it would be almost 10 years before we got fully into use of the new Prayer Book; volunteers were 
still mowing the lawn, washing windows, washing, waxing and polishing the Parish Hall tile floor; and the la-
dies met to seriously organize as  a group.  The Bishopôs Committee made it a goal to become self-
sufficient, and records contain this statement:  ñFuture generations of St. Timôs will look back when a com-
paratively few members of the Mission decided to relieve the Diocese of financial responsibility for St. Timo-
thyôs  and to place the Mission on a self-sustaining basis with the intent of becoming a Parish in January, 
1970.ò  At this time there were 115 pledging units and 185 children on our rolls. 
 
It was about this time that St. Timothyôs fielded a teenage basketball team in the Perrysburg Church league, 
the games being played at the Junior High School.  There were as many as 14 players (not all our own 
members) and this continued for some years under the coaching of faithful volunteers like Jamie Secor, 
Marjorie Hunter and Steven and Jeff Day.
